FATHERLESS HOMES

- Nearly 25 million children live without their biological father

- 60% of youth suicides are from fatherless homes

- 71% of high school dropouts come from fatherless homes

- 85% of youths in prison come from fatherless homes

- 90% of all homeless and runaway children are from fatherless homes

- 130% more likely to hold leadership positions

« 46% less likely to use drugs

- 81% more likely to participate in sports or extracurricular activities
